BSAA Low Profile
Active The export sector has been hit hard by the current world financial crisis for which demand
has shrunk in our major markets, the US, Europe and Japan, due to economic recessions in
those countries. This will surely affect marine transportation industry. We’ve seen an obvious
decline of cargo container volume in the past 3 - 4 months and the ship’s load factor in general

has fell to 80% from the 95-100% which was enjoyed for last two years.

This will challenge liners and shipping agencies about how to cope with the decline of
traffic. Reports show that Thailand’s container cargo export of 2007 grew 11% but the export
volume for the first 10 months of 2008 has shown a declining growth rate. The export has
signaled a downward trend from the declining growth rate of only 3.6% in July, 5.3% in
August, 1.1% in September and minus 4.8% in October 2008.

The fall will continue on into next 6 months and little growth is expected for 2009. We

3 expect reasonable trade growth will continue in new emerging markets in the Middle East,
Indian and African region as well as the Far East, but our traditional major markets in both
the U.S. and Europe will shrink as a result of serious economic slow down which will greatly
affect the maritime transport industry in 2009.

Many shipping companies have started reducing their capacity while some have cut
down the frequency of service, rationalizing service routes or lay up vessels in order to
balance capacity with cargo volume. Around Singapore Port, there are some 100 vessels
being laid up as carriers have taken necessary action to avoid loss-making voyag n
such situation, shipping agencies in Thailand will also feel the pinch since they ear|
commission income based on freight rate and volume of cargo traffic. It is expectgd'tha
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commission revenue for agencies will drop dramatically. Cutting
costs will certainly be necessary for most agency companies to do
urgently in order to survive in 2009.

It is now a shipper’s market. Shippers will benefit from the
current over-capacity situation and declining freight level. The past
months have seen a continued dropping of freight rate due to
market pressure. The lowering bunker charge also benefit
shippers. However, it is anticipated that freight level will stop
dropping soon and go up again as carriers have taken necessary
action on capacity management , otherwise liners cannot survive.

1’d like to see concerned parties and key stakeholders, both
from the government and private sectors, work hand in hand to get
rid of hindrances within the maritime industry and help push more
constructive things to improve the transport efficiency for Thailand.
In recent years, there has been a policy to promote more inland
waterway transport and coastal shipping to cut costs but the efforts
have crawled at a snail’s pace. Inland waterway and coastal
shipping takes up less than 10% market share of Thailand domestic
transportation. There is a highly potential route for inland waterway
and coastal shipping from Ayutthaya, Bangkok to connect the ocean
going vessels at Laem Chabang port, however, total cost including
terminal lift on and off is still an issue as it is not competitive
enough to enable shifting from road transport. The govem}t)

. We should also push the dual rail system from being on paper into being
Shipper reality. The route from Lat Krabang, Bangphee to Laem Chabang is the most
urgent. The current rail transportation has the capacity to handle only 25%
of containers. The other 75% still relies on trucking.
Another mode of transport which should be a top priority is the
4-5 rail transport. We have to push the dual track rail project from Lat
Krabang ICD to Laem Chabang to be completed as soon as possible.
The existing single track rail transportation has the capacity to handle
only 25% of the total container traffic between Latkrabang ICD and
Laemchabang port. The other 75% is on trucking.
Another suggestion : we need to revise and modernize the
Customs’ law and regulations in order to support the efficient
transport and customs clearance process as well as international trade.
Current Customs “ law and regulation are not up to international
standard. There was a case of illegal log export containers which have
been seized last year. The shipping lines who were contracted by
shippers to carry these cargoes out of Thailand were in trouble since
its more than 600 containers were also seized. The shipping
companies could not get their containers back, but also had to pay for
the container lease and storage charge on daily basis. This was not fair
for liners since we are only public transporters. We never know what
cargo our customers load in the containers, legal or illegal. We would
like to see more fairness in such matter handled by the authority
concerned.
10% Lastly, I would also like to see members of the BSAA and
0 those in the marine transport industry consolidate and use the
BSAA as their mouthpiece for the benefit of all.

Coastal vessel grows
amid hindrances

Since the government adopted a ‘Shift Mode’ policy to promote more
cost effective transportation, coastal container freight linking Laem
Chabang with other major coastal ports has steadily increased.
Container traffic at Laem Chabang Port grew from 8,735 TEUs in
the fiscal year 2006 to 76,311 TEUs in 2007 and jumped to 128,400
TEUs in 2008.

However, ship operators say the mode could be even more
attractive to shippers if high cargo transfer charges between docks
were reduced and customs regulations eased.

SC Group and NYS Logistics, two pioneer shipping lines,
revealed that their major costs were taken up with terminal handling
charges. In addition, outdated custom regulations hinder the
flexibility of their services.

SC Group, which has enjoyed success from linking the Central
Plain and Southern region, will add a new route to link Laem Chabang
Port and Bangkok Port with various ports along the Chao Phraya
River in 2009. NYS already runs services between Bangkok Port
and Laem Chabang.

“Our new service along the Chao Phraya River can get started
by the first quarter of 2009 once the new vessels are delivered from
shipyard,” said Prakasit , head of Marine Logistics Business of SC
Group.

He added that coastal liners would still have to bear the high
cost of port charges. “Outdated regulations must be reviewed and
revised if we would like to see coastal transportation grow attract
more shippers,” he added.

Laem Chabang Port has a policy of supporting coastal shipping
with the coastal terminal AO, according to Managing Director
Chalermkeat Salakham. “Although A0 had been designed as a multi-
purpose terminal, it has focused on handling coastal freights,” he
said, adding that the AQ operator plans to equip Gantry Cranes so
they are able to better handle containers.

He admitted that custom regulations are still a hindrance to the
growth of coastal shipping and it is difficult to revise this. However
the LCP authority is studying plans to build an exclusive coastal
dock on a plot of 50 rai with a 150-metre berth. High port&terminal
handling costs are being discussed among all concerned parties
including operators of international ports, as cargos must be
transferred to master vessels from A0. m

1. For Samutprakarn (Bangkok) Pilot Station Area: (See Table I)

1.1 Diesel price (Baht/Litr) at table 24.01-26.00 equivalent to new
tariff at Baht 1,400 inclusive of VAT 7% (Service Fee increased to Baht
1,200 (1,100 + inflation 100) + fuel surcharge 200 = 1,400 Baht/trip)

1.2 Increase or decrease of diesel price at every Baht 2.-/litr will
affect to the fuel surcharge at Baht 60.-

1.3 Adjustment will be in accordance to diesel price at PTT pump
station on every 15th of the month at 00.01 hrs.

1.4 Inflation will be adjusted every 2 years as from 1st January 2010
Remarks: Motor launch fee during 29-31 October 2008 will be Baht
